OURTIP

When it was announced that
Cheshire East Council were to
close Bollington’s Household
Waste Recycling Centre (HWRC;
let’s call it the tip), a group of
residents got together to try to
save this incredibly useful local
facility.

The Save Our Tip group were
concerned that figures given in a
September 2023 review of HWRCs
by Cheshire East Council were not
an accurate reflection of how many
people were using the tip, or how
often. So, we decided to collect our
own data and took to the streets.
Well, we took to Albert Road with
hi-vis jackets, ciipboards and those
all-essential Jaffa Cakes.

In June 2024, our team spent a full
week at the entrance to Bollington
tip, every hour it was open. We
collected data showing the number
of visits to the site, where the visitors
were coming from and whether
they knew the tip was due to close.

We found that there were 31 per
cent more visits to the tip than
Cheshire East had recorded and
we showed the true value of the
tip to the community and the real
threat to the environment, and our
pockets, if Bollington residents were

to be forced to use Macclesfield
HWRC.

Armed with this knowledge, we
started making a noise about it.
We met with local councillors,
as well as with our new MP. \We
sent letters and emails. We won
airtime on local radio, and column
inches in the press. We took
our placards and bin bags and
protested outside Macclesfield
Town Hall. Memorably, someone
even wrapped White Nancy in
black plastic! It was truly inspiring
to see our community unite in a
common cause, with such passion
and energy.

Sadly, of course, despite all our
efforts the tip was closed, perhaps
for good. But Bollington Town
Council has assured us they’ll do
everything in their power to get
it back - so will the Save Our Tip
group. Watch this space!

I'd never heard of the charity
Medical Detection Dogs (MDD)
until a few months ago. After 26
years of being a medical writer
(mostly in Bollington), and
about to hang up the computer
keyboard, | was looking for
voluntary work, ideally with a
scientific slant. 1 came across
MDD on an online volunteering
hub and have joined Karen (a
retired judge living in Poynton),
Ruth (a retired Macclesfield
College science lecturer) and
MDD Coordinator, Pauline, in a
local fundraising/speaker group.

MDD was founded about 16 years
ago. Using dogs” ability to sniff
out tiny differences in smells, the
charity trains our canine friends to
transform human lives.

So, to the real stars of the story
— the dogs! I've learned that not
only do the dogs trained by MDD
save lives on a daily basis — theyre
also opening up exciting new
possibilities in medical diagnosis.

Superpower 1: dogs can tell us
when we have cerlain illnesses.
Trials are under way to see if their

amazing sense of smell can be
used to sniff out colorectal (bowel)
and prostate cancer in samples
of human urine, which would
be much more convenient and
potentially more accurate than the
current tests. It's not yet known

exactly what the Bio Detection
Dogs detect; research is focusing
on the profile of volatile organic

compounds produced by cancer
cells.

In collaboration with Manchester
University, MDD is investigating
whether dogs may help diagnose
Parkinson’s Disease, based on
sniffing skin-swab samples. And
one day soon you may see
MDD-trained Community Medical
Detection Dogs at work in the

community: a pilotstudy is looking
into detection of debilitating and
potentially life-threatening urinary-
tract infections in vulnerable
people, such as the elderly.

Super power 2: dogs can provide
early warning of life-threatening
medical events. MDD trains dogs
to alert their owners to medical
emergencies in conditions such
as Postural Tachycardia Syndrome
(PoTS) and Addison’s disease.

The Medical Alert Assistance
Dogs detect liny odour changes
and alert their owner, who can
then take action to prevent the

condition worsening, or get to
somewhere safe if they are in
danger of collapsing. Over time,
the dogs become maore and more
attuned to subtle changes in their
owner’s scent — | was amazed to
learn from one MDD client, Mary,
that her dog Rolo is able to alert
her to a 'drop attack’ {a sudden
collapse) up to 40 minutes before
it happens.

The MDD-trained dogs are
transforming lives every day,
using their incredible sense of
smell. Perhaps you'll see our
doggy friends (and their noses)
in a new light from now on! If
you'd like to know more about
these amazing super-sniffers or
find out how you could support
the charity, do visit the website:

There you can find out more
about MDD's history and ongoing
research projects; sponsor the

Jackie Stephens is a weaver
and textile designer and her
contemporary weaving studio
has moved to the Adelphi,
bringing textiles back into the
mill. Studio Cynefin, owned by
Jackie, offers workshops, classes
and community activities.

The studio space is light and
spacious, displaying some of
Jackie’s stunning designs and well
equipped with a variety of looms.
The name ‘Cynefin’ reflects Jackie’s
Welsh roots and loosely equates to
habitat, relating to the heft of hill
sheep, who habitually return to their
grazing patch year after year. Jackie
gained a first-class honours degree
in textiles at Carmarthen School of
Artand herwork has been awarded
prizes by the prestigious Bradford
Textile Society. She has exhibited
at Llantarnam Grange, and her
work has been commissioned by
the Welsh Government.

Whilst living in Wales Jackie was
offered a fleece by a neighbouring
farmer. She was not sure what to
do with it but, not wishing to refuse
his kindness, undaunted, she taught
herself to process the fleece, spin
the wool and weave il. Having
learned, she ran workshops locally
and passed on her skills, mainly to
farming families.

Jackie relocated to the area in 2023
and recently took on the studio
running beginners, intermediate
and advanced weaving courses.
Jackie, who previously worked
in IT, now weaves full-time and
in addition to teaching continues
to develop her own technical
skills and research projects. Her
practice revolves round three core
elements: Weaving, Research and
Community.

Her current research project is
zero-waste design. In the clothing
industry an average of 15 per cent
of cloth is wasted at the cutting
stage. Jackie has been working
on minimising this, which has led
to the development of a capsule
wardrobe, with prototypes woven
in miniature with minimal finishing
and zero waste.

Since its inception Studio Cynefin
has offered free and accessible
community workshops and projects
aimed at introducing people to
weaving and textile crafts. This
year's project is ‘Community
Couture’, where each of the

participants designs, weaves and |

sews their own couture jacket.

The workshops are suitable for

all adults, free and accessible to

people of all abilities.

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The idea of national service
featured in the recent election
campaign prompted vivid
memories of my own compulsory
national service. My time
overseas was momentous for
me, particularly the lasting and
close friendships I made in Egypt,
which still persist to this day. I
find it difficult to assess whether
any form of reintroduction
of national service would be
beneficial now, as today’s culture
and background circumstances
are so different, however I hope
you enjoy my reminiscences of it
from times past.

Shortly after leaving school at
the age of 18, | was posted for
4 months to the Royal Artillery
Training Regiment at Oswestry,
Shropshire. This was followed
by an equivalent spell at Mons
Barracks, Aldershot, including
instruction on 25-pounder field
guns, iconic weapons used so
successfully during the Second
World War. The tone for national
service during this time was, for me,
set by Regimental Sergeant Major
Britain, Coldstream Guards, who
drilled the new recruits and had
a reputation throughout the army
for reducing those on parade to
trembling wrecks.

In May 1952, | embarked at
Southampton on the SS Empire
Trooper for Port Said, Egypt. This
was my first venture outside the
UK, an 11-day voyage that turned
out to be mostly a quite enjoyable
game of poker. A hot dusty drive
followed in the back of a 3-ton lorry
south on the single road alongside
the Suez Canal, to the 29th Field

Regiment RA, camped on a patch
of sand at Geneifa, half-way to
Suez. The army’s task then was to
safeguard the Canal and forestall
any invasion across the Middle East
to Cairo by Stalin’s Russian forces.

For the next 16 months I shared an
army bell tent, which was installed
on a concrete plinth roughly 5
yards square. Tom Keeble, already
a medical student of 3 years’
standing, shared this space and
became a close friend. Tom helped
me enormously amongst our new
colleagues, mostly married men
who had fought in the Second
World War. They were fed up,
separated from
their families
based in Cyprus.
To begin with, I
felt completely
out of my depth,
a callow youth
amongst grown
= men.

“ The regiment
totalled 300 men,
100 on national
service. There were three batteries
of guns, each supportingan Infantry
regiment. | was a troop leader in
Kirkee battery, which was attached
to the Cheshire Regiment. Each
day started with a metal mug of
salt solution doled out on parade.
Life was largely one long gunnery
exercise, including spells by the
Red Sea and in the Sinai peninsula.
Temperatures often rose to 48
degrees centigrade.

There were frequent periods of
guard duty patrolling the barbed-
wire perimeter of a large adjacent
Ordnance Depot, resulting in long

periods of tedium. Occasional
relief was provided by excursions
to the delightful French Club in
Ismailia, the Zone capital. The
nearest | came to firing in anger was
patrolling an ammunition depot in
the middle of the night onan island
inthe Creat Bitter Lakes, partof the
Canal, loaded pistol at the ready!

Service overseas earned 3 weeks’
leave, awonderful break taken with
another national serviceman, John
Stansfield. We took off with the
RAF, my first ever flight, to Agaba,
the small fishing port in Jordan, at
the eastern head of the Red Sea.
There we were enterlained by
another gunner battery, and came
face to face with welcoming Arab
locals — such a contrast to those in
the Zone, who disliked the British
presence intensely. We were
now under the protection of the
Jordanian Arab Legion. We climbed
a watchtower and stared at the
Israeli sentries in their tower just
300 yards across the border in Eilat.
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An army jeep drove us to the
spectacular outcrop that is Petra,
then completely deserted, an
isolated trading crossroads for
many centuries, now a popular
tourist destination. We rode on
mules through the dramatic Al Sug
canyon, emerging suddenly upon
the beautifully carved temples and
tombs of Petra.

Next stop was Maan, at the
southern end of the so-called
Lawrence railway to Amman
built during the Ottoman Empire,
blown up many times in the First
World War by TE. Lawrence and
his Arabian guerrillas, as vividly
described in his biography, The
Seven Pillars of Wisdom. The 150
kilometres through the desert to
Amman was a rickety train ride on
hard wooden seats accompanied
by an old ‘prophetess’ wailing
continually, much appreciated by
the other local travellers.

Amman, the capital of Jordan, was
a wonderful return to civilisation
after all those months in the sand.
Two days later, a ridiculously
cheap taxi ride took us on the
picturesque undulating road to
Jerusalem, skirting a desperately sad
Palestinian refugee camp outside
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Jericho, past the Dead Sea, along
the road of the Good Samaritan,
before the first breathtaking sight
of Jerusalem through the hills at
sunsel. We arrived at St George's
Anglican Cathedral annexe, outside
the Damascus Gate, barbed wire
across the road, atthe time dividing
Jordan-controlled East Jerusalem
and most of the holy sites on
the West Bank from lIsrael - this
situation was upended years later
following Israel’s defeat of the Arab
nations in the Six-Day Warin 1967.

Our reception by the cathedral
staff was unbelievably warm and
welcoming and we stayed for five
days in great comfort. We strolled
through the cloisters and explored
the beautiful cathedral built in
1899. A Christian Palestinian
guided us through the Old City,
along the narrow streets of the
Stations of the Cross, to the Holy
Sepulchre, Gordon’s Tomb, the
Garden of Gethsemane high above
the city and the El Agsa Mosque,
the latter a flashpoint today. We

were taken to Bethlehem, Nablus
and a Bedouin feas! sitting on the
ground in Hebron. It all felt like
a dream.

Sadly saying goodbye, we taxied
again to Damascus, there fascinated
by the oriental markets in the Street
Called Strait, and finally through
the wonderful cedars of Lebanon

to Beirut, then anidyllic capital and
seaside resort, boasting the best of
French colonial architecture and
sun-drenched beaches.

We flew to Nicosia, Cyprus where
we booked in at the popular
Creta’s Garden Hotel. This was
before the EOKA (Ethniki Organosis
Kyprion Agoniston, or the ‘National
Organisation of Cypriot Fighters’}
uprising and Cyprus was a unified
British colony. The impression was
‘Britain on the Med’ — everybody
spoke English and drove on the
left, and Creeks and Turks mixed
freely. The ‘Femina’ night club with
English dancing girls was next door
—what more could you want? We
hired a Morris Minor and explored
all over the island, the Troodos
Mountains, famous for skiing, our
regimental families in Famagusta,
Kyrenia's delightful yacht club and
Salamis, the historic remains of an
ancient Greek city. All good things
come to an end, and after another
RAF flight we were back in camp
in Egypt.

Demobilisation quickly followed.
Aftera 14-hour flightina converted
Lancaster bomber, seated in the
bomb bays, we landed at Stansted.
Then a short finale at the Royal
Artillery depot at Woolwich. Finally
a wonderful return home, where
my father offered me a drink in
the local pub. ‘Brandy and soda,
please’ - I'd developed a liking for
Cypriot brandy at a penny a loL.
My Dad, visibly shaken, explained,
‘That will cost me 7 shillings and
sixpence {(old money) here — £13
in today’s money!

Fifty-six years after the army, Brian
Goodliffe, another contemporary
from Suez, tracked five of us down
and arranged an amazing reunion,
plus our wives, in a Paris restaurant,
‘Le Grand Colbert’, next to the
Louvre. By then, two couples had
decided that France was the place
to live. For Elizabeth and myself,
we were very happy living in the
Peak District, and today we live in
Bollington.

For a year now, a small working
group of councillors and
professional youth workers has
been developing proposals for a
youth service in Bollington.

The excellent work carried out
here by the scouts, guides and
sea and air cadets is welcomed
and much appreciated, but there
is widespread recognition that a
space where young people can
meet informally and develop with
the support of a skilled professional
team can be of enormous value.
Informal evidence-gathering by the
working group from sources such
as school leaders, the police and
young people themselvesindicates
considerable interest in the project.

We're currently establishing a
Community Interest Company, to
which we will nominate directors
from across the community. We've
drafted detailed roles for both
a qualified youth worker and a
fundraiser to drive forward our
plan of action over the next 12-18
months. We are identifying sources
of funding with our advisers and
hope to see the new organisation
and its staff in operation during
2025.

We'd love to hear from young
people or parents who have ideas
on what a youth club should
offer. If you'd like to get involved
please contact us, particularly if
you have experience in youth
work, or as treasurer of a voluntary
organisation. We are need a
suitable building, temporarily
or permanently, so as to get our
programme of activities off the
ground.
